Eligibility Criteria
+ Be afirst-year international applicant to a participating college or university. An international applicant is an individual who
holds citizenship in a country outside the United States and who does not also possess US citizenship or permanent residency.

Demonstrate interest and personal initiative in activities involving intercultural learning and exchange.

Application Process

1. Apply for admission at the University of Mount Union.

2. Submit the one-page #YouAreWelcomeHere application and a 500-1000 word essay or a two-to-five minute video
describing their aspirations to conduct projects, research, employment or other experiences that will advance
intercultural learning. Submit materials to the Office of International Admission at intladms@mountunion.edu. Students
who choose to complete the video option are asked to upload the video on YouTube and add the link in an email to
intladms@mountunion.edu.
