e For those students who had a credit balance at the beginning of the semester,
refunds were processed the third week of classes and are still being processed
biweekly.

e Those students with balances over $500 and not on the payment plan were placed
on hold and will not be able to register when online registration begins. There is
also a 1% late fee assessed monthly. Please check with your student to make sure
they have given you access to their Student Account Online Page on Self Service
(Finances). If you need to reset your password, have your student by click the edit
button next to your name and scroll down to the bottom of the page to click “reset”.
