MOUNT UNION PELL OPPORTUNITY GRANT INTRODUCED,  
AIDING IN BRIDGING FINANCIAL GAP FOR STUDENTS IN NEED

Mount Union continues to address college affordability and 
make its education accessible to students of all backgrounds 
by establishing the Mount Union Pell Opportunity Grant. This 
grant will bridge the entire gap between tuition costs and what 
families of modest financial means can afford to pay toward 
a college degree. After qualified students have tapped funds 
from the Federal Pell Grant and loan programs, Mount Union 
Pell Opportunity Grants will cover remaining financial needs 
to fully pay for the University’s tuition and technology fee. To 
receive these grants, students must meet academic and family 
need criteria.

Beginning in the fall of 2020, the Mount Union Pell Oppor-
tunity Grant will be awarded to new, first-year students from 
Ohio and across the United States. Students eligible for the 
grant must have a high school GPA of 3.0 or higher, file the 
Free Application for Student Financial Aid (FAFSA) and be 
Pell eligible with a parent income of $55,000 or less. 

Mount Union has a rich history of serving Pell eligible stu-
dents. In fact, the University was recently recognized as a 
Top Performer on Social Mobility among Midwest Regional 
Colleges by U.S. News and World Report, which measures how 
well institutions graduate students who received Federal Pell 
Grants (see page 4).

“With the total number of Pell Grant recipients increasing by 
seven percent nationally over the past decade and the high 
number of Pell eligible students that the University currently 
serves, it is essential for Mount Union to help lift the burden 
of debt carried by our most financially challenged students 
through the establishment of this grant,” said Lindajean Heller 
Western, vice president for enrollment management.
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“Our goal at the University is to extend 
educational opportunity to bright students from 
hardworking families. At present, a quarter of our 
students come from families with incomes under 
$40,000. We want to make sure the school stays 
within reach of those students and their families.”

Mount Union is pleased to announce the addition of a ful-
ly-online Master of Business Administration (MBA) degree 
program, with concentrations in leadership and innovation 
and business analytics, to its academic offering beginning in 
August of 2020 following pending approvals from the Ohio 
Department of Education Higher Learning Commission.

Mount Union’s MBA was uniquely designed and structured with 
the flexibility working professionals want and need. For those 
who are interested in career development but not looking for a 
complete MBA degree program, Mount Union offers five-course 
graduate certificates in the aforementioned concentrations.

The 36-credit-hour* MBA degree program is presented in a 
six-week, non-cohort format that allows students to complete 
assignments and interact with professors on their own time. 
With three start dates in August, January, and May, students 
can start and stop the program at a time suitable for their 
schedules.

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For the 29th consecutive year, Mount Union has been recog-
nized as a top college by U.S. News and World Report. 

Mount Union was ranked 13th among Midwest Regional Col-
leges in U.S. News and World Report’s 2020 Best Colleges rank-
ings. The Midwest Regional category includes institutions from 
Illinois, Indiana, Iowa, Kansas, Michigan, Minnesota, Missouri, 
Nebraska, North Dakota, Ohio, South Dakota, and Wisconsin. 

The institution was also ranked ninth for Best Value, which 
takes into account the ratio of quality to price, the percentage 
of undergraduates that receive need-based aid, and the total 
scholarship/need-based aid received by students. 

In addition, Mount Union was ranked as a Top Performer on 
Social Mobility, which is a new ranking introduced by U.S. 
News and World Report for the 2020 rankings. The ranking

measures how well schools graduated students who received 
federal Pell Grants. Mount Union ranked in the top third of 
Midwest Regional Colleges for this ranking. 

In response to the rankings, Mount Union President Dick 
Merriman stated, “We are very committed to helping 
hard-working students — including those from families of 
modest financial means — gain a valuable education and move 
ahead in careers and community leadership. It is gratifying to 
be recognized for our success in powering social mobility.”

The University 
has been included in Forbes’ 2019 America’s Best Colleges rank-
ing and The Wall Street Journal/Times Higher Education College 
Rankings. Other citations have been garnered from Princeton 
Review’s Guide to Green Colleges, College Factual, Niche, STARS, 
Arbor Day Foundation, and Sierra Club.

FOOTBALL PROGRAM, 2012 NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP TEAM, KEHRES '74 MAKE ESPN 
LISTS OF BEST PROGRAMS, TEAMS, AND COACHES OF THE PAST 150 YEARS
To celebrate the 150th season of college football, ESPN 
produced a list of the 50 best college football programs over 
the sport’s 150 year history, and Mount Union is the highest 
non-Division I program at No. 16.

ESPN’s Stats and Information Group came up with a metric 
with a goal to, “Honor the accomplishments of teams across 
150 seasons and all divisions, while rewarding successful 
programs at the highest level in the sport’s most competitive 
era.”

Mount Union is ranked just between No. 15 Louisiana State 
University and No. 17 University of Miami (Fla.). The Uni-
versity of Alabama is ranked No. 1 with Notre Dame Uni-
versity, The Ohio State University, the University of Okla-
homa, and the University of Southern California rounding 
out the top five.

The site said this about the Purple Raiders, “It’s hard to 
argue with this level of success, even at Division III. The 
coach with the highest winning percentage in the history of 
the game, Larry Kehres, coached at Mount Union. Un-
der Kehres, the Purple Raiders won 54 straight games, an 
NCAA record, lost one, then won 55 straight. Kehres retired 

in 2012, but the Purple Raiders extended their string of 
Ohio Athletic Conference titles to 24 before falling short in 
2016.”

The 2012 Mount Union football team, which went 15-0 
and won the team’s 11th national title in College Football 
Hall of Famer Larry Kehres’ ’74 final game as head coach, is 
the only NCAA Division III team on ESPN’s list of the 150 
Greatest Teams. Kehres was also ranked 28th on ESPN’s list 
of the 150 Greatest Coaches in College Football History.

The panel of 150 media members, athletic administrators, 
and former players and coaches selected these honors.

“The voters went for national champions galore — unde-
feated champions, one-loss champions and, at the very top, 
rarely tested champions. But not every team here finished 
No. 1. The highest-ranked one-loss team, at No. 31, is 
remembered for the game it didn’t win,” commented ESPN 
college football commentator Ivan Maisel. “The final list 
represents an array of styles but a commonality of sub-
stance, and the teams range from one that played 131 years 
ago to two squads that suited up as recently as 2018.”
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RACHEL BOYCE LANG  
INTERNATIONAL CONCERT TOUR 2019

In 2006, the Rachel Boyce Lang Foundation generously 
established an endowed fund that reinstated Mount Union’s 
International Concert Tour after nearly three decades of purely 
domestic travel. The Rachel Boyce Lang International Concert 
Tour fund sponsors, in part, a life-enriching global touring 
experience for Concert Choir members once every four years. 
The foundation has provided the lead gift for this tour; how-

ever, additional funds are needed to help defray the costs of 
transportation, publicity, lodging, and meals.

In June 2019, the tour went through Scotland with groups 
of alumni, friends, and family joining the Concert Choir for 
many of its performances. Locations included Glasgow, Edin-
burgh, and Mallaig throughout the 10-day trip.

“Our trip to Scotland alongside the Mount Union Concert Choir was an 
adventure. I never knew Scotland had so much to offer!  The scenery, 
the history, the bagpipers everywhere we went could not have been 
more fascinating. And the people in our group were so much fun! We 
were able to attend many of the choir’s concerts and, of course, were 
blown away by their talent.”

In order to attract prospective student 
athletes and provide our current athletes 
with top-notch practice and game day 
facilities, we want to expand Rafeld Rogers 
Park to include a renovated press box, 
dugouts, and grandstands.

As we prepare students for success, 
it is imperative that we provide them 
with spaces that foster individual study, 
communication, and team work, while 
leveraging innovation and technology to 
do so. In addition, the Center for Student 
Success will be located on the first floor 
and will empower students in the strategic 
pursuit of their goals related to personal 
transition, self-discovery, academic progress 
and success, and career planning.

Although Mark and Sharon Inzetta are not Mount Union 
alumni, their sons Adam ’09 and Richard ’10 had impactful 
undergraduate experiences during their time on campus. 
Recognizing the influence that Mount Union had on the lives 
of their sons, the Inzettas continue to support the institution 
through meeting with students and creating The Mark and 
Sharon Inzetta Endowed Scholarship.

Mark, chief legal officer at Sbarro, and Sharon, nurse coordina-
tor for The Gary B. and Pamela S. Williams Center for Breast 
Health at Summa Health, feel the community that was fostered 
by members and advisors of Alpha Tau Omega and the wres-
tling team helped create a positive environment for their sons.

“Balancing academics with being in the fraternity and partic-
ipating in athletics gave them a core group of people from all 

different backgrounds and really provided some of the best 
experiences they had,” Sharon said.

Mark and Sharon continue to have a presence on campus, 
as Sharon’s role at Summa Health makes it easy for her to be 
engaged with Mount Union’s nursing program. Both have par-
ticipated in the Office of Alumni Engagement’s “Dinner with 
12 Raiders” event that strengthens the connection between 
current students, alumni, and friends.

“We want to, in our own small way, give back to the University 
and make certain it continues providing the same experience 
to current and future students as it provided for Adam and 
Richard,” Mark said. “It was a great experience for them, and 
we want it to remain that way for others.”

Recipient of The Mark and Sharon Inzetta Endowed Scholarship

Airianna Culler ’21, of North Canton, Ohio, had several offers 
to play softball from other schools, but ultimately chose Mount 
Union because it had more to offer her than just athletics. 

Culler’s initial plans were to play softball and study engineer-
ing, but those plans would soon change after an injury on the 
diamond prevented her softball career from moving forward. 
Once her injury healed, she decided to switch her major to 
exercise science and throw shot put and javelin for the track 
and field team.

Although the injury was a major setback to her plans, Culler 
explains that her failures, change of majors, and athletic switch 
only made her stronger. 

“I learned that sometimes you have to fail to succeed,” she said.
 
Culler goes on to say that this switch has only made her excit-
ed for her future and has taught her so much about herself and 
the things of which she is capable. She initially struggled with 

being away from home and in a new environment, as well as 
the internal battle of seeing her perfectly laid plans go awry. 
This adversity helped her become a better person, proving she 
should never give up on herself. 

Culler thanks the Inzettas and other donors because she could 
not have done it without them and their support. The Inzetta 
Scholarship is currently helping her with her long-term plan. 
Upon graduating, Culler hopes to attend graduate school to 
pursue a master’s degree in occupational therapy. As a result 
of this scholarship, she is able to focus more on her academics 
and less about finances. With an extended academic plan, this 
scholarship is helping her focus more on her future goals. 

The financial peace of mind has motivated Culler to continue 
her track and field career, as well as excel academically and 
explore her passions.

Like the McIntosh’s, community is important to Monica Haines 
’20. When looking at her collegiate options, Haines visited 10 
different institutions, but Mount always stood out at the top.

“I knew I wanted a smaller school, and there was a very welcom-
ing community as soon as I stepped onto campus at Mount,” 
Haines said. “It felt like home right from my first visit.” 

Haines, like countless others Purple Raiders, has made lifelong 
friends during her time at Mount Union and speaks glowingly 
about the support she has received from the faculty on campus, 
stating that she has “a support system around every corner.”

Mount Union’s Department of Education allows first-year 
students to sit in P-12 classrooms, where they discover which 
grade level they feel they would be best suited to teach.

“I found out pretty quickly that I didn’t want to teach kids how 
to do 2+2, and I also didn’t want to teach kids how to do cal-
culus, so I found a nice medium in being a middle childhood 
teacher,” Haines said.

A Massillon, Ohio native, Haines’ community connections will 
grow even more by attending Mount Union and student teach-
ing in the Louisville School District this upcoming spring. 
She has also experienced hands-on learning through peer 
mentoring and service-learning programs in the Alliance and 
surrounding communities.

Haines’ positive experiences at Mount Union have resonated 
with her family as well, with her sister already accepted to en-
roll as a first-year student in fall of 2020. Without the support 
of the Mount Union community, the Haines family legacy at 
Mount Union might not have been possible.

“When you see that initial amount your first year, it is tough to 
believe you can afford to go to college,” she said. “If it wasn’t for 
scholarships like the one I received, a Mount Union education 
would not have been accessible. 

“It’s very helpful that people who have seen the impact that 
Mount has on them, or on their children, give back to help make 
this possible for current students, and I am grateful for that.”
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While living in The Last Frontier of Alaska, Pam (Richards ’73) 
and Jim ’73 Kimble have maintained a unique connection with 
Mount. From their time as undergraduates, to returning as faculty 
members, and seeing their children graduate from Mount Union as 
alumni, the Kimbles are the embodiment of the value of a Mount 
Union education. 

“It was a huge privilege to come back as a faculty member and 
prepare teachers at Mount Union,” Pam said. “For me, it was a full 
circle that was beyond my imagination, and I still keep in touch 
with a lot of my former students.”

They endowed The Willard and Vivian Richards Scholarship, which 
is named in honor of Pam’s parents, who made financial sacrifices 
to help Pam and her sister attend college and achieve their goals. 

“We want to be able to help Mount Union stay accessible to all 
students who want to attend, including the ones whose families 
think a Mount Union education is beyond their financial abilities,” 
Pam said. “I like to give back to the University so that other people 

can do the same thing and pay it forward, because somebody paid 
ahead to help me.”

While a faculty member, Jim saw how important the Mount Union 
experience was to first-generation college students and wanted to 
help make sure those families were supported.

“To many families for whom Mount Union was a first experience 
with higher education, they are often challenged with resources,” 
Jim said. “The liberal arts experience, both in and out of profes-
sional programs at Mount Union, helps make better people, and I 
certainly want to support that.”

The Kimbles hope the next generation of Mount Union students 
embrace the institution as their own, just as it became theirs when 
they attended in the 1970s.

“You attach to Mount Union in different ways at different stages of 
your life, but no matter what, it’s great to be a part of Mount Union 
for the rest of your life,” Pam said.

and professors like Dr. Brandon Sheafor and Dr. Kim Risley, that 
led me to my career path and the pursuit of a Ph.D.”

That realization led Sofia to the University of Rochester 
School of Medicine and Dentistry, where she earned a Ph.D. 
in microbiology and immunology. While there, she had the 
crystalizing moment for her future as a science communicator.

“I was sitting in a talk and really having a hard time 
understanding what the presenter was talking about and 
feeling engaged by it,” she said. “I remember thinking, ‘If I 
am in this program, and I can’t understand what my fellow 
classmates are talking about, how is anybody supposed to 
understand what we as a scientific community are doing?’”

Sofia knew she wanted to do something about that problem, so 
she decided to apply for an internship at NPR. From working as 
a producer on “Joe’s Big Idea” to leading her own video series, 
“Maddie About Science,” she has made her mark at one of the 
most recognized brands in media.

Four jam-packed years later, Sofia finds herself at the helm of a 
podcast that has the name and support of a network that boasts 
more than 23 million unique listeners every month, making it the 
top podcast network in the world according to 2019 Podtrac data.  

She describes her quick career trajectory as “intense,” but 
recognizes her fortune in getting to live her dream of bringing 
science to as many people as possible.

Maddie Sofia ’11 has been in the treetops of Olympic National 
Forest, spent time with NASA researchers, and simulated volcanic 
eruptions with scientists from around the world. However, one of 
her most ambitious endeavors to date is hosting Short Wave, the 
new daily science podcast from National Public Radio (NPR). 

Her passion for science was relatively innate, in having 
a science teacher for a mother and a veterinarian for a 
grandfather. These surroundings allowed Sofia the chance 
to dissect a sheep’s heart with her mother at the age of 14, an 
experience she jovially describes as a “pretty cool birthday 
present.” She initially wanted to be a veterinarian, but Sofia’s 
curiosity stretched beyond the cardiovascular when she began 
her undergraduate research career at Mount. 

“The work that I did at Mount Union was on an amphibian 
disease, so I was still in the animal world, but I got to do 
research, and then I just fell in love with scientific research as a 
whole,” Sofia said. “It was definitely my time at Mount Union, 
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Sofia describes Short 
Wave as, “Bringing a 
little science into your 
life every day in about 10 
minutes through looking 
at everyday mysteries, 
new scientific discoveries, 
and telling human stories 
in a fun, accessible, and 
engaging way.”

“It’s a mixture of excitement and responsibility with a little bit 
of intimidation, but the team we have put together is amazing, 
and it’s a really good show,” Sofia said about her new venture.

Sofia remains very active in promoting science outside of her 
podcast and videos, as she, along with Joe Palca of “Joe’s Big 
Idea,” co-founded NPR Scicommers, a community of scientists 
and engineers with more than a thousand members across the 
country. She has also returned to Mount to speak with STEM 
students about effectively communicating scientific research.

“People ask me what I think is the best thing about Mount 
Union,” Sofia said. “I tell them I had such an awesome relationship 
with my advisors, and when you’re at a smaller school, you get 
that hands-on, one-on-one research experience you might not get 
elsewhere. For that reason alone, I try to stay as engaged as I can.”

It was not until a call came from Suzy (Venet ’98) Pietz, head 
coach of the Mount Union women’s basketball team, that Sarah 
Turley ’21 decided to make a visit to Mount Union. It was soon 
thereafter that the junior biochemistry major declared “love at 
first visit.”

Although basketball is what brought Turley to campus, it is her 
passion for medicine that made her realize that Mount Union 
was the place that could help her reach her future goals.

“I knew that I wanted to go to med school after college, and 
Mount’s biochemistry major had everything I needed to be 
prepared for graduate school and the MCAT test,” Turley said. 
“The minute I saw the high-tech labs, I fell in love with the 
idea of everything I could be doing.”

The idea she formed during her first glimpse of campus has 
since become a reality in a very unique way. Although all

in research their junior and senior years, Turley had the 
opportunity to get a head start in her sophomore year while 
working with her advisor, Dr. Keith Miller, associate professor 
of chemistry and biochemistry, on immunotherapy and cancer 
cell research.

“As a sophomore, I was already getting the chance to grow 
different cancer cell lines and analyze why macrophages are 
not consuming the cancer cells in a body,” Turley said. “A lot of 
schools don’t let you do research in this major that early, so it’s 
a really cool opportunity.”

Turley’s research ambition proved rewarding outside of the lab, 
as her experience early in her collegiate career helped her earn 
a selection as one of 165 students across the country to be part 
of the Summer Pediatric Research Scholars Program at Akron 
Children’s Hospital (ACH). 

Thus, during the summer of 2019, she worked side-by-side 
with some of the best doctors in the nation, researching 
infectious disease treatment in pediatric patients for 10 weeks. 
Turley called her summer at ACH, “one of the most amazing 
experiences of my life.”

Though she still has a few years left in her undergraduate 
career, Turley’s experiences have her well on her way to her 
dream career of being a pediatric trauma physician. Although 
her academic prospects have her excited, her smile is never 
wider than when she talks about the support from the people 

who have made Mount Union feel like home for the past few 
years. She is grateful to the faculty in her major and her team 
for their assistance in helping her create a network in her field.

“My advisor, coaches, and teammates provide unlimited 
support for me with preparation for interviews, study tables, 
and even bringing me food when I’m studying late at night,” 
Turley said. “I think having that support system behind me, 
which continually tells me that I’m not doing this alone, has 
really helped get me to where I need to be.”

Interested in business at a young age, William “Bill” Clark ’90 
first heard of Mount Union and its business program through 
a college fair in his native Baltimore, Maryland. Once Dr. 
Hugh Jae told him about the internship opportunities that 
would be possible, he was sold on making the trip to Alliance.

When he got to campus, Clark gained classroom knowledge 
that provided a foundation for his future endeavors.

“Like with a lot of undergrads, gaining an awareness for the 
ins-and-outs of the business world was very helpful from the 
start through the course foundations,” Clark said.

Clark was supplementing his career preparation with unique 
extracurricular experiences. He was part of a group of students 
who worked to bring the Alpha Phi Alpha fraternity out of dor-
mancy, and he describes the resulting reactivation as one of his 
favorite memories, creating a lifetime bond while on campus.

Getting career training where he least expected it, Clark also 
credits aspects of his current success to his time as president of 
the Black Student Union (BSU). He currently manages a staff of 
more than 20 people as director of government-wide acquisi-
tion policy and believes his time at the helm of BSU has helped 
inform his current leadership style.

“Now that I look back, there are things we accomplished in BSU 
that showed having leadership experience was not only import-
ant for my first job coming out of college, but also in my work 
today,” Clark said.

Upon graduating with a degree in business administration, 
Clark’s initial job in asset management was not what he saw for 
his future. Thus, in wanting to stay in business, he decided to 
apply to the management trainee program within the federal 
government.

That program has led to a 20-plus year career in the govern-
ment, with Clark working his way up to senior executive, a 

position he has held for the past five years. The day-to-day re-
sponsibilities of his office include the important task of work-
ing with the Department of Defense and NASA in maintaining 
the Federal Acquisition Regulation, which governs the more 
than $500 billion that federal agencies spend on products and 
services.

“The most rewarding part of my job is interacting with the 
public and making everything as clear and efficient as possible, 
knowing that there are a lot of regulations that people have to 
follow,” Clark said.

Clark’s advice to prospective students is to visit a campus to 
make sure the feeling and fit are right for the needs of each in-
dividual.
